1. Create a welcome packet for new residents that orient individuals and families to the many health and wellness opportunities available in Palo Alto.
2. Include Healthy City/Healthy Community goals, policies and programs in the Comprehensive Plan Update. 
3. Advance specific and safe Bike/Pedestrian Plan projects.
4. Implement a City of Palo Alto Employee Health and Wellness Initiative.
5. In partnership with the business community, coordinate a forum for local businesses to share and learn about workplace health and wellness best practices and encourage the adoption of similar employee health and wellness initiatives.
6. In partnership with community partners, coordinate an annual Health Fair that promotes community health and wellbeing. – Health Fair is set for September 16, 2017.  Council Member Holman suggested we include: Asian community, mental health, aging community, parents groups, Blossom Birth next year.
7. In partnership with community partners, establish specific metrics to measure progress. – Work with SCC to help in measuring metrics and determining which metrics to measure.
8. Develop actions to enroll Palo Alto as an Age Friendly Community. – 4 focus groups have occurred with the professional and consumer populations at Avenidas, Sheridan and Senior Friendship Day.  Staff will be going to Council with an age friendly proclamation and will let the group know of the date.
