Annud certification of HMBP and Inventory Statement is required under State Law.

The Cdifornia Fire Codeis very redrictive for use of flammableliquids at dry deaners. One gdlonisthe
maximum amount allowable outside of an approved cabinet.

Many dry deanersin Cdifornia are switching from perc: to a combustible solvent. If you see any check
with the HazMat Specidist immediately to ensure that the proper safeguards are in place.
