Foundation enabling college education of young adults, and

WHEREAS, each Sister City has enacted climate action plans and resilience strategies to both limit sea level
rise as well as mitigate the impact of climate change, and

WHEREAS, opportunities for collaboration and carbon mitigation strategies can be developed in cooperation
with other Sister Cities, and
